Two weeks ago the Steering Committee met and now are up to date. Planning agenda is in the

5.   Program Updates and Challenges 
Vice President Luster noted that the Tutorial center is closed and tutors are around the school so good job to Pauline.  Pauline Trummel shared that the Tutorial Center is having interesting days with all the workers and dust.  Tutoring has grown:  369 requests last year versus 422 this year. 

DSPS is preparing an orientation and it will be 4 weeks in a row. Last year’s went well and Dr. Gioia wants it to be truly comprehensive. The DSPS program is planning to develop tools to help to with early enrollment to allow students to be fully embraced when school starts. 
      Outreach has wrapped up early admission visits.  There were more high school visits than last year.  Students are more interested this year than last year. Ms. Heath will be visiting a middle school in Tracy.  Challenges have been the Student Ambassador Program, as the college cannot guarantee transportation nor hours – yet, we do offer incentives if they do two events.  Ms. Heath announced that there are plenty of outreach gifts available.  If you are visiting a school or community organization, please let Ms. Heath know.
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       The Bookstore indicated they are preparing for Graduation.
      Student Life has 31 active clubs. One is called the Hotclub-Horticultural Club.  Challenges are coordinating everything.  There will be a Native American Week on April 13th – 16th.  Planning to have displays, speakers, dancers, food and a Pow Wow.  The Pow Wow will be on April 18th from 11 a.m. until 10 p.m.  Ms. Ross seeks volunteers willing to do 2-hour shifts on Saturday.  There will be a silent auction with donated items. 


Ms. Ross also announced that the text book loaner program will begin in Fall 09.  The library will be able to check out the most common books for classes. There will be a flyer available with the information.

      Dr. Susan Hiraki shared that EOPS and Care might be cut and funds reallocated.  The EOPS Awards ceremony is on Friday, April 17th from 6 p.m. until 9 p.m.  There will be Italian food and Karoake. 
      Transfer Center has been pretty fun these days. University of California is being extremely competitive for incoming freshman.  Cal State East Bay is cutting back, yet transfers are up 30%.  San Jose State wait list still in holding pattern, but it will be local students first.  They are going to deny all freshman that are waitlisted. 
      International Students may return home, as no funds available.  Less applications because they could not prove financial support. They were denied Visa’s more than usual.  Number of students remained the same. Huge increase in Fall applications but more housing problems. May 5th will be the second annual Cinco de Mayo in the International Office. Last year 125 people went through the office.  Right now there are 112 International students and the low had been 66. Challenges:  students need to set the expectations before they move in with someone and there could be a language issue.

      Counseling is working on survival. There is a need to be more proactive about the increase in numbers. Assessment is a priority on transfers. Know your priority number and register early. We need to handle the influx for drop in. Chris Lee is working hard on this year’s EXPO and is looking for faculty help.  Ms.Lee has ordered black t-shirts instead of red and is planning a raffle during the workshop.
      556 Early Admission packets were mailed. The deadline is Friday May 13th and A&R will be open from 9 a.m.-12 p.m. on Saturday, May 14. Concurrent enrollment registration begins May 20.  CE Students can enroll online. There were 420 high school students here last year and they seem to do well. Challenges are placement and enrollment management. 
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      Career/Employment shared there will be 16 students for job shadowing on March 11th. Breakfast will start at 7 a.m. with an opportunity to shadow different occupations.  Resume workshops are March 19th from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. and April 15th from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.  There will be an Employment Fair on April 23rd in the Student Center.  Part of Career/Employment outreach is to visit the Santa Rita women’s correctional facility to help inmates rehabilitate. 
      Community Ed will be hosting a camp for kids. It will either be one or two sessions. 
Financial Aid is overwhelmed and is considering having a workshop to help students.  Veteran Operations will be doing a Gateway this summer. It will be 4 days, three hour event from Thursday until Sunday.  Ms. Rodriguez is currently working on the Veterans’ Programs Education Plan and Mr. Steffen is establishing a book voucher program ($250-$500).  

Ms. Rodriguez acknowledged Debbie Earney for stepping up to the plate while Janice Cantua was out. 

      Vice President Pam Luster announced the arrival of her new Staff Assistant, Sheri Moore.  Ms. Moore will start on March 18th.
