Through the foundation the student health center received a $16,000 measure A grant to support the increased high student demand for mental health services offered in the health center. 

While we may tend to look upon the college years as a time of growth and opportunity, these years are also filled with the stress that often accompanies such a major developmental milestones. Research (ACHA) show that 9.5% of the 16,000 students surveyed have seriously contemplated suicide and 1.5% have made a suicide attempt. In 2007, Las Positas College conducted the American College Health Association National College Health Assessment on campus. The results of the study demonstrated that an alarming 36.3% of our students claimed they had felt so depressed it was difficult to function in the last year and 18.9% of our students reported a diagnosis of depression our student services administration and student health center have taken several steps to establish a estimates project 1088 suicides to occur on college campuses each year. Data from a recent 
	survey conducted by the American College Health Association comprehensive, collaborative mental health program that is aimed at the reduction of suicidal ideation and suicidal behaviors on our campus. We continue to safeguard our students against suicide and support them to be able to achieve their academic goals and ultimately, their hopes and dreams for future success.
"In Kind" fresh fruit weekly donations obtained from Elite Catering to support our "Be Well"  health center outreach. 

The  Mission statement for " Be Well":

To empower students to live a wellness-oriented lifestyle by encouraging them through educational outreach to adopt habits and behaviors that promote better health and an improved quality of life. 

The Las Positas College Student Health Center was featured in the first edition of the ValleyCare Nurse magazine, the article highlighted the integrative services offered in the health center.

October 12th the Student Health Center will host a depression awareness and screening event partnering with the National Association of Mental Illness  (NAMI) to provide educational literature about mental illness and a list of local resources.  Jean Lloyd MFT will be conducting "test your mood", a college depression screening purchased by the SHC and created by presidents and fellows of Harvard college's mental health. The student health center will be providing stress reduction information and marketing the mental health services available at the SHC.
