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The right to free speech on campus is shared by all students, faculty, administrators, and by any speaker, subject to reasonable time, place and manner regulations.  Free speech allows for the widest possible exchange of ideas and opinions.  In order to ensure a favorable environment for speakers and their audience, the following conditions shall govern speaking events:

1. Speakers shall have the right to express ideas and opinions freely in a manner appropriate to the academic atmosphere of the college, and they are encouraged to respond to questions from their audience.

2. Time, place and manner are subject to reasonable regulation to prevent interference with the normal functions of the college.

3. Established administrative rules and procedures shall govern activities related to free speech.

Any issue involving the alleged violation of free speech on campus shall follow procedures of academic due process as provided for the student, the faculty, the college, and the appeal procedure associated with access to campus, whichever is appropriate.

Nothing in this policy shall supersede the provisions of governing board policies relating to student and faculty conduct and grievance.





It shall be the policy of the Board of Trustees that:

1. In accordance with the Family Educational Rights & Privacy Act (Section 438, PL 93-380, 1974) as amended, and with the California Administrative Code, Title 5.

1. The District may establish and maintain only such information on students as is relevant to admission, registration, academic history, career, student benefits or services, extra curricular activities, counseling and guidance, discipline or matters relating to student conduct, and shall establish and maintain such information as required by law; and

1. Except as excluded by state or federal law, each student shall have access to the official educational records, files, documents, and other materials which contain information directly related to him or her; and

1. Each student shall have the right to challenge such records on the grounds that they are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise inappropriate; and

1. Except as authorized by state and/or federal law, no record, file, document or other materials or any personally identifiable information contained therein shall be released to any individual, agency, or organization without the written consent of the student; and

1. Each student shall be kept informed of his or her rights accorded by this policy.

2. Student records shall be destroyed only in accordance with the provisions of the Education Code, the California Administrative Code, Title 5, and the Government Code.
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
